1772 – VEUVE CLICQUOT, FROM 
REIMS TO THE WORLD

In 1772, Philippe Clicquot founded the Clicquot House 
with an ambitious and clear intention – to “cross the 
frontiers of the kingdom” and bring the delicacy of 

Champagne wines to the rest of the World. 

The House’s story with the UK comes to life in 1778, 
with the House’s first shipment to England.

1ST VINTAGE CHAMPAGNE

In 1810, Madame Clicquot proves her innovative 
prowess by creating the first recorded vintage 
champagne in the region.

1816 – INVENTION OF  
THE RIDDLING TABLE

Uncompromising when it came to the quality 
of her wines, and determined to pursue her 
motto, it is in 1816 that Madame Clicquot 
invented the riddling table, guaranteeing  
the creation of crystal-clear wine.

It is then that Madame Clicquot becomes 
known to her peers as “La Grande Dame”  
of Champagne.

By blending some of her beloved Pinot Noir 
wines with her champagne, Madame Clicquot 
creates the first Rosé d’assemblage, breaking  
away from the tradition of adding an elderberry 
based preparation to create Rosé champagne.
